We retain our SPEC BUY rating on valuation grounds but acknowledge
the current headwinds in nickel sentiment, noting the recent closure of BHP's Nickel West
operations. However, when the tides turn and nickel pricing is more favorable, CTM will
be one of the first files to be dusted off, in our view.

While Figure 2 shows estimated future (c. 2028) nickel production and AISC, Figure
4 paints a more accurate picture as it shows the AISC margin, which is a better
measure of mine performance in our view. This is only half the story, as a project
needs to be built first. The fundability of a build and capex is crucial. Figure 3 and
Figure 5 show capex alongside capital intensity and AISC per annum. While CTM ranks
in the middle of the pack for production and costs/margin and at the lower end of the
scale for capex/capital intensity, when we combine all metrics (Figure 6), CTM’s high
margin versus low capital intensity makes it an appealing development story in our
view, ranking it number one among developer peers.
